Please join the Holistic Student Union and the Earth Medicine Alliance for a Day of Service, 

healing and learning, as Daniel Foor, Ph.D./MFT guides us through a project that involves 

healing the land, bringing awareness to ancestral lines and to our relationships with ancestors and 

place. Daniel writes, “By assuming communal responsibility for honoring the dead who are 

buried in our neighborhoods, we have the opportunity both to enjoy nourishing relationships with 

the ancestors and to support our communities to be places of spiritual vitality and health.” 

 

Oak Knoll Cemetery was one of the final resting places for early Livermore residents from 1873 

to 1931; however, there are no longer any grave markers or monuments to indicate the presence 

of burials. The area is now a public park in a state of disrepair and a popular destination for ghost 

hunters. In service to the cemetery and to those buried within, we will first clean up the grounds, 

and then Daniel will lead a ritual to honor the space, and the spirits of the place.
